 Put Web Profile out for ballot before Platform? 

 Previously we attempted to keep them released together to 
ensure the same versions were used across both 

o This scenario is unlikely to happen here though 

 Appclient being considered as marked as deprecation for EE11 rather 
than EE12. 

 A similar suggestion to exclude these without deprecating was 
previously had and it was suggested would fail - this is a slightly 
diƯerent suggestion as the failing tests would now be deprecated 
and excluded 

 This won’t help anything for EE11 - deprecated features still need 
to be tested 

 Discussion is currently around marking these technologies as optional in 
the respective component specifications (and releasing new versions for 
use in Platform)
