o Emily has proposed that there be a vote (timing TBD, hopefully within 2
weeks) within the MPWG.
o If MPWG approves via ballot, then a Jakarta EE resolution would need be
drafted and reviewed and voted on at the Jakarta EE Steering Committee

Charter/Fee Update

e Tanja proposed a minor correction of the Jakarta EE Working Group Charter
document to the Steering Committee to seek approval to publish updates to the
fee summary table “Jakarta EE Working Group Annual Participation Fees
Schedule A”. The intent is to clarify the fee structures for Strategic, Enterprise
and Participant members in the cases where corporate revenues are less than or
equal to $10M. No changes to membership fees for any existing members is
intended or expected.

issues raised with the current fee summary tables.

Please propagate this suggestion to all specification /
implementation / TCK teams and hopefully it will start to make a
difference, among other initiatives that we are working on to
involve new contributors and committers.”

From last time, we said that after EE 11 delivery, Ed will
encourage (not force) spec teams to tag items for contributions -
does this mean it would be better to wait, or focus on
“non-marketing” activities at this time?

Would like to have a draft we can circulate. Comments welcome.

o One of the issues may be microprofile config since it's used in
core/main. Emily mentioned that config specification is being
discussed in both communities.
