o We could do the core profile testing prior to completion of the Full and
Web profile TCKs because all core profile component spec tests are
done. Ed will explore this possibility.
o Scott Marlow is ready to begin testing with the GlassFish runner
o GlassFish 8.0/Java 17 branch M7 is ready for TCK testing.
